Most notably, the school 
improved its Algebra I (Common Core) success rate from 53% in 2013-2014 to 79% in 2015-2016; Lavelle 
Prep improved from a 15-percentage point deficit to a positive margin (+7) compared to state 
performance in the same period. Though the school made gains in most areas, its Global History 
performance dropped considerably and fell below the state average in 2015-2016.

The school provides parents with access to class 
activities through Google Classroom and Classroom Dojo, and teachers reach out to families via text, 
phone calls, and email regularly.
